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Saturday, May 6 is Spring Clean Up Day at church when church volunteers, and some 

community recruits, clean up our property from all of winterôs detritus.  Itôs a chore many of 

us homeowners have to undertake on our own properties as well.  During the course of 

winter, trash gets trapped under ice and snow and then, wet and soggy, just hangs around 

the yard.  Leaves and sticks clog up the flower beds.  And so, we have to get out and clean 

up. 

 We might also think of this seasonal activity as a spiritual exerciseðan opportunity to 

throw open the windows of our hearts and lives and let in the fresh air of Godôs spirit.  

Sometimes we endure a spiritual ñwinterò when life is dark, where we hunker down and 

endure, where our hearts and minds get ñclutteredò with lifeôs detritus.  Shortly after the 

crucifixion, the early disciples hunkered down in the upper room with the doors locked out of 

fear.  But then the Risen Christ appeared to them, drawing them from the darkness and into 

the light of a new life.   

 In this Eastertide season, we recall the invitation Christ still offers us today to follow 

him in the new lifeða springtime for our souls.
