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NEW BUSINESS

Custodial/Maintenance Needs, UPC ended its relationship with the Custodian on April 28, 2015. As a
result, the Property and Personnel Committees have been addressing the requirements for Custodial
(Janitorial) Services, i.e. maintenance/repair (handyman), cleaning and miscellaneous support, related to
the church and Manse. The miscellaneous support refers to having a resource for any events or activities
such as weddings, funerals or requests by a group for the use of the building.

The major options considered wereg search for and hire (UPC employee) a Custodian who would clean
and maintain the building and be on hand, albeit with additional compensation, for special events; Il
retain the services of a Property Management Company; argddillide the work requirements into two

parts: one being cleaning, the other maintenance/repair and treat these as separate requirements.

While the first option has not been pursued at this point, quotations were obtained for the second and
third options. Session reviewed the quotations, discussed the advantages and disadvantages (or
limitations) of each, e.g. the availability of a resource for supporting special events. The conclusion was
that the third option was preferred in which case: the scope of work of the present cleaning service
would be changed to support Sunday worship and a maintenance person would be hired oriemeart
basis. A motion was passed to adopt Option Il on a trial basis for the summer. The Personnel and
Property Committees will meet with the cleaning company and candidate maintenance person to try and
make the necessary arrangements.

Ruth Ochs Gift Rev. Daub reported that Ruth Ochs, who died in 2014, had bequeathed $50,000 to
University Presbyterian Church.

July Session Meeting Motion was passed to cancel the July Session meeting.
