Sometimes we best experience gratitude in terms of contrast.  When our
days are chaotic, filled with noise and too many people, then we are
grateful for a moment of quiet solitude.  Yet, if we know great loneliness
and days by ourselves, then we may be grateful for the companionship
of others.  It is when we are confronted with death that we often are able
to cherish life and all the small and large things in life that are precious
to us.  After 9/11 we all held our children and loved ones a little more
tightly.  People who have endured great hardships are often those who
have a strong sense of gratitude for the blessings they have in life.

Gratitude born out of a sense of contrast is found in the Bible as
well.  The Hebrew people were often reminded to “remember that you
were a slave in the land of Egypt,” and how God delivered them from
their suffering.  This remembrance is intended to fuel gratitude for
what they have and to motivate them to live kind, generous, and faithful
lives.  Every time we come to the communion table we are invited to
remember a contrast.  Once we were slaves to fear, sin, and death, but
because of Christ’s love we are freed to live differently—as resurrected
people, who live grateful lives of service and compassion.

In this season of Thanksgiving, maybe we would benefit by
recollecting some of our own personal and collective contrasts so that
such recollections may fuel in us a sense of gratitude and transform how
we live and love.
